The suburbs in City of Launceston are East Launceston, Invermay, Kings Meadows, Launceston, Mayfield, Mowbray,
Newnham, Newstead, Norwood, Prospect, Punchbowl, Ravenswood, Rocherlea, South Launceston, Summerhill,
Trevallyn, Waverley / St Leonards, West Launceston, Youngtown, rural Launceston, and with the City of Launceston,
Northern Tasmania and Tasmania.

The boundaries of many Census Collectors Districts in Launceston changed between 1996 and 2001, particularly around
central Launceston, so population changes for some suburbs are not exact.

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Family incomes

The average weekly family income of couples with children in Launceston in mid-2001 was about $1,140, similar to
Northern Tasmania's average of $1,100. For couples without children, the average was $861, close to Northern
Tasmania's $817. Between 1996 and 2001, average incomes of couples with children rose by 24%; incomes of
childless couples rose 30%. Over the same period, Australian average weekly total earnings (ie wages) rose by just
under 20%. Income rises greater than average wage rises may reflect an influx of higher-paid families or longer
working hours.

Within the city, average incomes of couples with children were highest in Trevallyn, followed by East Launceston
and Launceston. The lowest incomes were found in Rocherlea, Mayfield and Punchbowl. Families' incomes had
risen most in Trevallyn (up 42%) and Launceston (up 36%), and least in Punchbowl (down 24%) and Mayfield (up
8%). Higher rises suggest a movement of professional families into that area or the maturing of a young workforce.

For couples without children, who are mainly young or retired, average incomes ranged from highs of $1,370 in East
Launceston, $1,140 in Launceston and $1,090 in Trevallyn down to $510 in Mayfield and $649 in Ravenswood. The
average rise in these couples' incomes over 1996-2001 was 30%, peaking in Invermay (up 57%) and East
Launceston (up 45%) while lowest in Punchbow! (up just 9%) and Mayfield (up 15%).

Among single-parent families, the average income of $555 was just 65% that of smaller childless families. Their
income was 158% the average female income, suggesting it is common for older children in these families to work.
Single-parent family incomes varied from $747 a week in East Launceston and $676 in Launceston down to $399 in
Rocherlea. Their income growth between 1996 and 2001 averaged 19% over the city, ranging from 50% in Prospect
to minus 21% in Punchbowl.

Using half of male average weekly earnings (ie $394 a week in 2001, $336 in 1996) as a family 'poverty line', only
5% of 'nuclear' families (couple with children) in Launceston were in poverty, compared with 23% of childless
couples and 36% of single-parent families (peaking at 59% in Rocherlea). Since 1996, the biggest increases in
poverty were among single-parent families in Punchbowl, single-parent families in Newstead, single-parent families
in Mayfield and couples with children in Punchbowl.
