This growth was much less than 
across NSW, where the Indigenous 
community grew at 3.4% a year. 
Within Marrickville, the Indigenous 
growth rate was much lower than 
the non-Indigenous growth rate of 
1.0% pa.

On Census night, 7th August 2001, 
Marrickville had an Indigenous 
population count of 983 people, of 
whom 922 were Aboriginal and 36 
were Torres Strait Islanders; 25 
identified as both. 

Marrickville's Indigenous population 
was 0.8% of NSW's Indigenous 
population of 120,000. They were 
1.4% of Marrickville's population; 
across NSW, Indigenous people 
were 1.9% of the population.

Between 1996 and 2001, 
Marrickville's Indigenous population 
fell by 111 or one-ninth. This means 
the annual growth rate was minus 
2.4%. At this rate, the Indigenous 
population would reach about 872 
by mid-2006 and 792 by mid-2010.

As well, there were 32 older Indigenous 
people (aged 65+), making up 3% of the 
Indigenous population. This was only one-
third the proportion of 65+ people among non-
Indigenous people in the area.

There were also 140 young adults aged 
18–24, constituting 15% of the population 
(11% among non-Indigenous).

Working-age adults can be broadly divided 
into two groups – the baby-boomers, born 
post-War and aged 40–54 in 2001; and 
Generation X, aged 25–39 in 2001. In 
Marrickville's Indigenous community, there 
were about 160 baby-boomers, one-sixth 
their population, and 270 in Generation X, 
one-quarter of the population.

There were also about 37 mature-age 
Indigenous people (50–64 years) in 2001, 
making 4% of the population. This proportion 
was four-ninths that of the non-Indigenous 
population, indicating much lower life 
expectancy. 

Sizes of the main age groups

The Marrickville Indigenous community in 
2001 included about 91 pre-school-aged 
children under five years old, and around 130 
primary-aged children (5–11 years). Pre-
school and primary-aged children constituted 
9% and 13% of Indigenous people, greater 
than 5% and 6% in the non-Indigenous 
community. 

There were about 120 Indigenous youth of 
high-school age (12–17 years) in Marrickville 
in 2001. They made up one-eighth or 12% of 
the Indigenous population while non-
Indigenous youth were just 5% of their 
community.

The proportion in Generation X (28%) was 
less than the proportion of non-Indigenous 
people of this age (33%). However, the 
proportion of baby-boomers (16%) was less 
than the proportion amongst non-Indigenous 
people (21%).

Main age groups in the indigenous 
community
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Age profiles of Marrickville's Indigenous 
and non-Indigenous people

The age profile

A lot can be told about a community by the shape of its age profile, which looks like a tree. 
The length of each branch represents the proportion of people in an age group. Higher 
branches represent older people. One side of the tree represents males, the other side 
females. Both sides add to 100% – the whole gender.

An "average" Australian community has roughly equal numbers of people in each 5-year 
age group, and almost equal numbers of men and women at any age, up until the age of 
about 45.  The bottom of the tree looks like a post. Above the age of 45, as more people 
die, the number in each five year age group falls, and the branches shorten. Male branches 
shorten faster than females' because their lives are shorter, on average. The top branch 
represents all people aged 65+, so covers more than one five-year age group and is longer, 
like a cap on the pole.

In Marrickville, the proportion of Indigenous 
people aged 65 or more is one-third that of 
the local non-Indigenous people. Out of 
every 100 Indigenous people, there would be 
only 2 men and 2 women aged 65+, 
compared with 5 men and 5 women among 
100 non-Indigenous people.

While Indigenous communities have fewer 
older people than non-Indigenous, they 
usually have roughly the same proportion of 
people in the main child-rearing ages. In 
Marrickville, out of every Indigenous 100 
people, there were 38 people aged 20-39 
years, compared with 41 among 100 non-
Indigenous people.

Indigenous women have more children on 
average than non-Indigenous people, so the 
proportion of young people in their 
community is larger. This is shown by the 
longer branches at the bottom of the age 
tree. In Marrickville, among every 100 
Indigenous people, there would be about 29 
children under 15. The same number of non-
Indigenous people would include only 14 
children.

A distressing feature of Indigenous 
communities is that people have shorter 
average life spans. The top branches of the 
age tree, representing older people, are 
noticeably shorter for Indigenous 
communities (the dark, narrow branches) 
than for non-Indigenous (the lighter, broader 
branches).

The biggest differences in the local 
Indigenous community from that across 
NSW, were the larger proportions who were 
Pentecostal and Seventh-day Adventist, with 
smaller proportions who were Anglican and 
Catholic.

Only 2.2% of Indigenous people in 
Marrickville followed an Aboriginal religion, 
6.1 times the rate across NSW. Just 2.3% 
followed other non-Christian religions.

Altogether, almost six in every ten 
Indigenous people in Marrickville were 
Christians, in 2001. The proportion of 
Christians – 59% – was 16% lower than the 
proportion in the NSW Indigenous 
community and 4% higher than the 
proportion amongst all people in Marrickville.

The most common Christian religions were 
Catholic (24% of Indigenous people), 
Anglican (24%), Pentecostal (2%), Uniting 
Church (2%) and Seventh-day Adventist 
(1%).

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Indigenous households are often large. In Marrickville, 
three in every ten Indigenous households had four or 
more people, which was much more than non-
Indigenous households, with two in every ten people. 
The proportion of Indigenous households with six or 
more people was 2.2 times that of non-Indigenous 
households.

An indicator of overcrowding in housing is the 
proportion of dwellings where more than one 
bedroom has two or more people. On this 
measure, 48 Indigenous households were 
crowded; 15% of households, compared with 
10% of the non-Indigenous households.

In 2001, Marrickville had some 331 
households that included Indigenous people. 
The average household size was 2.7 people. 
This was 15% larger than non-Indigenous 
households, which averaged  2.4 people.

The most common sizes of Marrickville's 
Indigenous households were two persons 
(one-quarter of households) and one person 
(one-quarter). For non-Indigenous 
households, the most common sizes was 
one person (one-third of households), then 
two persons (three-tenths).

The greatest relative crowding occurred in 
dwellings with three bedrooms where 
Indigenous households averaged 3.5 
residents compared with 2.8 in other 
households.

The average single-family Indigenous 
household had 3.4 people, which was 0.1 
larger than non-Indigenous family 
households.
It is often more common for Indigenous 
families to share a dwelling than for non-
Indigenous families. In Marrickville, there 
were too few multi-familiy households to 
generalise.

Only five in every ten Indigenous households had just 
one or two people, similar to six in every ten non-
Indigenous households. Only 9% of Indigenous people 
lived alone compared with 15% of non-Indigenous 
people.

About three-fifths of Indigenous households lived in 
medium density housing, a proportion similar to  non-
Indigenous people in Marrickville. Around 28% lived in 
townhouses or terraces and 33% in flats, similar to 
28% and 27% for non-Indigenous households.

Indigenous people in Marrickville most commonly live 
in detached houses; almost four in every ten 
households lived this way in 2001, compared with over 
three in every ten for non-Indigenous households.

Home ownership among Indigenous people is 
generally much lower than for non-Indigenous. In 
Marrickville in 2001, about one in every twelve of 
Indigenous households fully owned their home, 
compared with just over three in every ten non-
Indigenous households.

None of Marrickville's Indigenous households lived in 
caravans, cabins or houseboats and none lived 
outdoors or in improvised housing.

The Marrickville Indigenous community had 
74 couples with children. The average size of 
these families was 4.0 people, 0.2  larger 
than non-Indigenous couple families. About 
53% of the families were young families with 
all children were under 15, compared with 
53% of non-Indigenous couples.

In Marrickville in 2001, there were some 251 
families which included at least one 
Indigenous person. Of these, 
*  three-tenths were couples with children,
*  two-fifths were single parent families,
*  one-quarter were couples without children.

Lone parent families made up two-fifths of 
Indigenous families in Marrickville, a much 
larger proportion than for non-Indigenous 
families (one-sixth). Their average size, 3.2 
people, was 0.6 larger than non-Indigenous 
lone-parent families.

Commonly, fewer Indigenous people live in 
couples without children, making up just 24% 
of Indigenous families in Marrickville, 
compared with 39% of other families.

The total number of people in Indigenous 
families in Marrickville was 1,107 while the 
number of Indigenous people living in 
families (ie not alone) was 899. This means 
that about 210 non-Indigenous people lived 
in Indigenous families, averaging almost two 
in every ten people.

Living arrangements

Compared with non-Indigenous people in 
Marrickville, about one-third as many 
Indigenous people were married, but 1.1 
times as many lived in an unmarried couples, 
1.2 times as many lived alone and 3.5 times 
as many were lone parents.

Some 12% or one-eighth of all Indigenous 
adults (aged 15+) in Marrickville were 
married in 2001, and another one in seven 
(14%) lived in an unmarried couple. The 
others were either single (56%) or single 
parents (18%).

Marital status by age
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In 2001, the number of Indigenous children at primary 
school equaled 89% of the number aged 5–11 years. 
This 'attendance ratio' was similar for non-Indigenous 
children (92%). Since primary school is compulsory, 
attendance ratios should be similar for all children. 
Attendance ratios under 100% suggest fewer children 
aged 5 or 11 were at school.

At pre-school ages (3–4 years), 63% of indigeneous 
children in Marrickville attended pre-school in 2001, 
which was larger than the proportion of the non-
indigeneous children, 48%.

It is generally less common for Indigenous teenagers 
to shift from public to private or Catholic schooling for 
high school. In 2001, 80% of Indigenous high-school 
students remained in public schools, compared with 
57% of non-Indigenous students.

The high-school attendance rate among Indigenous 
girls aged 12–17 was much lower than among boys 
(by 69% to 77%).

In high-school, school attendance by Indigenous 
teenagers noticeably fell behind that of their non-
Indigenous peers. The number of Indigenous students 
in Marrickville represented just 73% of the number of 
high school-age (11 to 17 years); attendance was 90% 
for non-Indigenous teenagers.

Indigenous schooling

Generally, more Indigenous children attend public 
primary schools than do non-Indigenous children, with 
fewer at Catholic or private schools. In Marrickville, 
none of the Indigenous primary students attended 
private schools and 3% Catholic , compared with 7% 
and 26% of non-Indigenous students.

The proportion at pre-school was much larger than for 
indigeneous children across NSW, 51%.

Among those aged 15–19 in 2001, 54% of Indigenous 
teenagers were attending some form of education, 
compared with 73% for non-Indigenous.

Schooling tables
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On average, Indigenous people in 
Marrickville left school after finishing 
10 years and 3 months, which was 
earlier than other people, who 
finished an average of 10 years and 
7 months of school.

On the other hand, 72% of 
Indigenous people had no tertiary 
qualification or did not give one on 
their Census form, compared with 
56% of non-Indigenous people.

Altogether, 104 Indigenous people in Marrickville were 
receiving tertiary education in 2001, equivalent to 73% 
of the number aged 18–24 years. This attendance rate 
was much lower than for non-Indigenous people, 
which was 101%.

Only 50% of Marrickville's Indigenous tertiary students 
attended university – the others were mainly at TAFE 
– compared with 67% of non-Indigenous students. 
Across NSW, 31% of Indigenous students were at 
university.

Only three-eighths (37%) of 
Indigenous people had completed 
Year 12 in 2001, compared with 
three-fifths (59%) of non-Indigenous 
people.

Further, three-quarters (75%) of 
Indigenous people had completed 
Year 10 or higher, similar to four-
fifths (81%) of non-Indigenous 
people.

Just 9.5% of Indigenous people 
aged 15+ had a university degree in 
2001, which was two-fifths the non-
Indigenous rate of 24.6%.

Only 28 in every 1,000 Indigenous 
people had a post-graduate degree, 
compared with 73 in every 1,000 
non-Indigenous people, aged 15+.

Further education

About 49% of Indigenous tertiary students were full-
time, compared with 46% of non-Indigenous students.

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In Marrickville, the average income of Indigenous people aged 15+ was $438 a week in 
2001. This was 25% lower than the overall average, which was $586 a week.  The average 
income of Indigenous families was $1,015 a week in 2001, 21% or $270 lower than the 
overall family average. The average income of Indigenous households (families, groups 
and singles) was $899 a week in 2001, 18% or $198 lower than overall.
Among Indigenous men, average incomes rose from $325 a week for those aged 15–24 to 
$557 for those aged 25–34, peaking at $582 for those aged 45–54. Average incomes fell to 
$251 a week for those aged 65+. Indigenous men aged 35–44 were most disadvantaged 
relative to non-Indigenous men; their average incomes were 44% lower than overall.

For Indigenous women, average incomes rose from $286 a week for those aged 15–24 to 
$445 for those aged 25–34, peaking at $553 for Indigenous women aged 35–44. Average 
incomes fell amongst older women to $200 a week for those aged 65+. Indigenous women 
aged 25–34 were most disadvantaged relative to non-Indigenous women with average 
incomes 34% lower than overall.

Across Marrickville, 56% of Indigenous adults had low incomes (under $400 a week in 
2001), compared with 44% of all adults (aged 15+). The largest proportions on low incomes 
were among men aged 65+ (79% on under $400 a week), and women aged 65+ (all).

Relative disadvantage was highest amongst Indigenous women aged 25–34, with 54% on 
low-incomes, 24% more than in the overall community. It was also higher amongst women 
aged 35–44 (24% more on low-incomes) and women aged 25–34 (19% more).

The average cost of housing for Indigenous households in Marrickville in 2001 was $216 a 
week, similar to an average of about $254 a week for non-Indigenous households.

Among Indigenous people, the highest rents were paid by those earning $2,000+ a week, 
averaging about $313 a week (compared with $334 rent paid by non-Indigenous people 
with this income). But this rent represented just 13% of their average income, compared 
with 53% paid by Indigenous households on $200–$299 week and 47% paid by those on 
$120–$199 week.

There were 244 renting households paying an average of $195 a week and 55 home-
owning households with average monthly mortgage payments of $1,267.

Among the 19% of Indigenous households who were home-owners, 55 in all, the average 
mortgage repayment was $1267 a month, which was similar to the non-Indigenous 
average. About 9 households, or 16% of owners, paid over 30% of household income in 
mortgage repayments.

Among Indigenous renters, 106 had private landlords and paid an average rent of $238 a 
week. This was similar to the average rent paid by non-Indigenous households. Another 79 
lived in public housing with an average rent of $106, which was 28% more than the average 
paid by non-Indigenous households.

Overall, about 75 Indigenous households, or 31% of renters, paid over 30% of household 
income in rent.

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The workforce patterns of Indigenous people indicate significant disadvantage. Fewer 
Indigenous adults were in the workforce (either working or looking for work); of those who 
were, more were unemployed.  The combined effect means that only 52% of Indigenous 
people in Marrickville were working, whereas 64% of non-Indigenous people were. For each 
Indigenous worker there were 0.9 dependants, compared with 0.6 for each non-Indigenous 
worker.

Participation in the workforce by Indigenous men – whether employed or seeking work – 
ranged from 78% of 35–44 year-olds and 76% of 25–34 year-olds to 21% of 65+ years year-
olds. Amongst women, it ranged from 70% of 25–34 year-olds and 68% of 35–44 year-olds 
to 18% of 65+ years year-olds.

In all, 434 Indigenous people were in the workforce in 2001, representing 63% of those 
aged 15+, with an unemployment rate of 18%. By comparison, 69% non-Indigenous people 
were in the workforce, and their unemployment rate was just 7%.

The unemployment rate among Indigenous men in the workforce ranged from 28% of 
35–44 year-olds and 25% of 15–24 year-olds to none of 55–64 year-olds. Amongst women, 
it ranged from 100% of 65+ years year-olds and 24% of 15–24 year-olds to none of 55–64 
year-olds. Unemployment rates tend to fall over the age of 50 because many people leave 
the workforce, through retirement or disability.

In comparison with the non-Indigenous community, Indigenous participation in the 
workforce was lowest among women aged 15–24 (18% lower), men aged 45–54 (15% 
lower), men aged 25–34 (14% lower) and women aged 25–34 (13% lower).

Unemployment in the Indigenous workforce was relatively worst (compared to the non-
Indigenous unemployment rate) among women aged 65+ years (98% higher), men aged 
35–44 (22% higher), women aged 15–24 (15% higher) and men aged 25–34 (13% higher).

On average, Indigenous people in Marrickville worked about 32 hours a week, with men 
averaging 34 hours and women 31 hours.

Male Indigenous workers working in the public service averaged 36 hours a week and those 
in the private sector averaged 33 hours. Overall, the work-week was most usually 41+ 
hours or 40 hours a week. Those working for the CDEP averaged 20 hours a week, 40% 
fewer than average.

Indigenous women workers most commonly worked 35-39 hours or 40 hours a week, 
averaging 30 hours a week in Government and 33 hours in the private sector. Those 
working for the CDEP averaged 20 hours a week, 35% less than average.

The next largest occupations were 
professionals (19% of Indigenous workers), 
technicians (13%) and basic service workers 
(8%).

The occupation with the fewest Indigenous 
people, relative to its size, was professionals. 
About 28% of non-Indigenous workers were 
professionals but just 19% of Indigenous 
workers were.

The most common occupations of 
Indigenous men were service workers, 
professionals and technicians, while those of 
women were service workers, professionals 
and technicians.

Other occupations with fewer Indigenous 
workers were tradespeople, managers or 
administrators and senior service workers. 
However, there were proportionally more 
Indigenous people working as service 
workers, technicians and production or 
transport workers.
